1. They supply a concrete basis for conceptual thinking and hence reduce
meaningless word responses of students.

2. They have a high degree of interest for students.

3. They make learning more permanent.

4. The offer a reality of experience which stimulates self-activity on the part of
pupils.

5. They develop a continuity of thought; this is especially true of motion pic-
tures.

6. They contribute to growth of meaning and hence to vocabulary development.

7. They provide experiences not easily obtained through other materials and
contribute to the efficiency, depth, and variety of learning.®’
